Mastercraft Starwood cordially invites you to a
meeting to discuss the proposed development
of 125 Hickory Street, located at the northeast
corner of Hickory Street and Champagne
Avenue, north of Carling Avenue.

A 20- and 24-storey apartment building is
proposed on the site (comprised of 301 units),
as well as 33 townhouses at-grade. The
townhouses will form a three- (3) storey podium
to the two (2) condominium towers. All parking
will be provided in three (3) levels of
underground parking.

A Zoning By-law Amendment application was
submitted by Mastercraft Starwood to the City
of Ottawa in December 2009. The intent of the
Zoning By-law Amendment is to increase the
maximum permitted building height on the site

from 34m to 76m for Tower A and from 34m to
64m for Tower B, as well as to address
non-compliance with other Zoning By-law
provisions such as rear and interior side yard
setbacks. The proposed zoning will not increase
the permitted density under the current zoning.

The purpose of the meeting is to receive your
input and hear any community issues or
concerns. We will present an overview of the
proposed development and will also outline
next steps and project timing.
